HOW TO TEACH VOCABULARY

· Select only key words from a story

· Relate new vocabulary to the students’  background knowledge

· Have students predict what each word means

· Use vocabulary cards

· Stop and clarify new words whenever they come up in the lesson

· Use words in meaningful settings, applying them immediately after they have learned the meaning. Students need to see the word used in many contexts.

· When reading aloud, stop occasionally and discuss meaning of the word

· Use pictures to brainstorm words about a specific topic

· Use pictures to show the meaning of new words and concepts.
·  Draw a picture to illustrate the meaning

·  Brainstorm other words for common words. Build a word graveyard 

·  Provide a real and direct experience
·  Provide an example of the word in a sentence

· Use graphic organizers – Semantic map/ Word map/ Word sort

·  Use Context Clues ( redefinition, contrast, synonym and antonym, etc)

·  Analyze the word parts (structure of the word)

·  Classify the word according to Part of Speech

·  Demonstrate or act out the meaning of a word

·  Use gestures or pantomime
·  Relate the word to the student’s real-life experience

·  Keep a vocabulary journal for new words and vocabulary activities
· Set up a vocabulary committee.
·  Look up the definition and write in the vocabulary Journal 

·  Help students become aware of new words by having vocabulary contests.
·  Explain to the students how to use a dictionary and derive a word’s meaning.

· Ask the students to bring a newspaper article and to select five or ten unfamiliar words that they need to explain to the class.

· Show the students that words have multiple meanings.

· Encourage the students to collect words that are interesting and intriguing to them and show them to gain satisfaction from using them well.    
· Prepare activities – conversations, book talks, character roles in which they need to  use the new and target words 

· Learn vocabulary through Wide Reading
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
